1938  Orson Welles wrote and directed a silent film to accompany his direction
of William Gillette’s 1894 comedy 7v0 Much Johnson at what was now the
Stony Creek Theatre.

1946  ‘The theater building became home to Panix/Materna-Line, Inc., a

designer and manufacturer of corsets and the like.
