How exciting
that Barefoot is Legacy’s first main stage
production. Upon graduation, her career
spanned several “stages” from English
Teacher, to a 20-year career at USAA in
San Antonio, Texas. There she enjoyed a
varied experience from customer service,
Director of Compliance Documents
for mutual funds, Diversity Training,
Internal Change Management, and
was a Specialty Senior Management
Trainer at the time of her retirement.
She was the voice of USAA for 14 years
recording the employee and customer
voice response messages and is now
excited to use that voice to welcome
theatre patrons to wonderful nights of
professional theatre.
